2024 Beginner: 2.0-2.5
-This level is for those who have played a few times and know and understand the basic rules. 
-I lose more than I win.
-Played less than a year.
- Play 2-5 times a month.
- Not very accurate with shots and avoids using a backhand.
- Impatient about waiting for an opening.
- I can sustain a rally of 5 shots.  
-Able to hit a medium paced serve/return. Lacks depth, direction, and consistency.

2024 Intermediate: 3.0-3.5
 This level is for those who have played for a while. They are knowledgeable of all the rules, understands and 
executes basic strategy. Participants should be able to demonstrate proper serving, groundstrokes, volleys, as 
well as offensive and defensive lobs. 
- Play 6-15 times a month.
- I have played in a tournament but not placed.
- I know most of the rules.
- I am capable of hitting several dinks in a row and recognize my opponent’s weakness.
- I win more than I lose.
- Consistently gets served/returns in play with limited ability to control depth.

2024 Advanced: 4.0+
This level is for those who have played extensively. They are knowledgeable of all the rules, understand and 
execute more advanced strategy. They should be able to demonstrate executive level serving, groundstrokes, 
volleys, blocks, as well as offensive and defensive lobs. 
- Play 15-30 times a month.
- Rarely make unforced errors.
- Can sustain a rally of 40 or more shots.
- I have placed/won in past tournaments.
- I consistently convert hard shots to soft shots, and can move opponents with shot placement
- Patient and wait for an opening. Can control depth, speed, and direction of serves consistently
-Proficient with backhand and rarely miss a shot with it.
-Can consistently exploit and play against opponent’s weaknesses
- I play in Cleveland’s Ladder League.
